Kabukichoé is the location of many host and
hostess clubs, love hotels, shops, restaurants, and nightclubs, and is often called the "Sleepless Town" .

. Tokyo Sky Tree - is a broadcasting, restaurant, and observation tower in Sumida, Tokyo.

. Mount Fuji's fifth Station (depending on the day's weather) - Japan's highest peak, this snow-capped cone of the mountain is a
spiritual symbol of Japan, dignified and beautiful views of Mount Fuji, gives visitors an unparalleled moved.

. Fuji-Hakone-lzu National Park - is a national park in Yamanashi, Shizuoka, and Kanagawa Prefectures, and western Tokyo
Metropolis, Japan. It consists of Mount Fuji, Fuji Five Lakes, Hakone, the 1zu Peninsula, and the Izu Islands.
Lake Ashinoko Cruise ships - The lake is known for its views of Mt. Fuji and its numerous hot springs. A number of pleasure boats
and ferries traverse the lake, providing scenic views for tourists.
Oshino Hakkai - is where eight spring pools gush forth, spring-fed by currents that flow from Mt. Fuji.

Ocha-No-Sato Tea Musuem - Ocha-no-Sato was built in the extensive Makinohara green tea field as a place to promote the culture
and industry of tea and as a tourist attraction.

Day 05 Mt Nagoya ~ Kobe (B/L/D) HOTEL : Kobe Pearl City / SML

Kiyomizu-dera - Located halfway up Otowa Mountain in the eastern part of Kyoto City, Kiyomizu-dera is a historical temple that was
built in 778, even before Kyoto became the capital of Japan.

. Jishu Jinja Shrine - located at the north of Kiyomizu-dera Temple, is popular among young women as a shrine to the god of marriage.
It is said that if you able to touch one stone to another in front of the Honden main hall with closing eyes, your wish for love will come
true. Its red Shaden hall is reconstructed by Tokugawa lemitsu in 1633.

. Philosopher's Path - is a pedestrian path that follows a cherry-tree-lined canal in Kyoto, between Ginkaku-ji and Nanzen-ji. The route
is so-named because the influential 20th-century Japanese philosopher and Kyoto University professor Nishida Kitaro is thought to
have used it for daily meditation.

. Hanamikoji Dori - Hanamikoji Dori is a long narrow street in Gion Kyoto lined with traditional Japanese tea houses, where at night
you can see Geisha and Maiko walking to and from the various tea houses in the area.

Day 06 Kobe ~ Osaka (B/-/D) HOTEL : Bellevue Garden Hotel Kansai Int. Airport/SML
. Kobe Akashi Kaikyo Bridge - The world's longest suspension bridge, you have a beautiful panoramic view with amazing sea
view.

. Kobe Harborland MOSAIC + Fisherman's Wharf - Kobe Harborland is a shopping and entertainment district along the waterfront of
Kobe's port area, offering many cafes, restaurants, shops and other amusements.

. Osaka Castle Park - Osaka Castle Park is a public urban park and historical site situated at Osaka City Central.This is the
second largest park in the city. During sakura season, we can view the beautiful scene of the cherry blossom.

. Shinsaibashi - Shinsaibashi is a district in the Chuo-ko ward of Osaka, Japan and the city's main shopping area. It centers around
Shinsaibashi-suji, a covered shopping street.
