Day 02 Tokyo (L/D) HOTEL: Ikebukuro Sunshine City Prince / SML

. Arrive Narita International airport. Upon arrival, meet and greet by local guide.

. Senso-ji - is an ancient Buddhist temple located in Asakusa, Taito, Tokyo, Japan. It is Tokyo's oldest temple, and one of its most
significant.

. Nakamise Street - is a shopping district near Sensoji Temple right next to Nakamise Street. There are many gift shops, restaurants
and many other kinds of stores.

. Tokyo Sky Tree - is a broadcasting, restaurant, and observation tower in Sumida, Tokyo.

. Sumida River Park - is a river which flows through Tokyo, Japan. It branches from the Arakawa River at Iwabuchi and flows into
Tokyo Bay. Its tributaries include the Kanda and Shakuijii rivers. (spring season only)

. Ginza - It is known as an upscale area of Tokyo with numerous department stores, boutiques, restaurants and coffeehouses. Ginza is
recognized as one of the most luxurious shopping districts in the world.

. Shinjuku Kabukicho - is an entertainment and red-light district in Shinjuku, Tokyo. Kabukicho is the location of many host and
hostess clubs, love hotels, shops, restaurants, and nightclubs, and is often called the "Sleepless Town" .

Day 04 Yokohama ~Mt Fuji (B/L/D) HOTEL.: Fujinobou Kaen / SML

. Mount Fuji's fifth Station (depending on the day's weather) - Japan's highest peak, this snow-capped cone of the
mountain is a spiritual symbol of Japan, dignified and beautiful views of Mount Fuiji, gives visitors an unparalleled moved.

. Fuji-Hakone-lzu National Park - is a national park in Yamanashi, Shizuoka, and Kanagawa Prefectures, and western Tokyo
Metropolis, Japan. It consists of Mount Fuji, Fuji Five Lakes, Hakone, the Izu Peninsula, and the lzu Islands.

. Lake Ashinoko Cruise ships - The lake is known for its views of Mt. Fuji and its numerous hot springs. A number of
pleasure boats and ferries traverse the lake, providing scenic views for tourists.

. Oshino Hakkai - is where eight spring pools gush forth, spring-fed by currents that flow from Mt. Fuji.

Matsumoto Castle - Matsumoto Castle is one of Japan's premier historic castles.The building is also known as the "Crow Castle" due
to its black exterior. It was the seat of the Matsumoto domain.

. Daio Wasabi Farm - The Daio Wasabi Farm in rural Azumino City near Matsumoto is one of Japan's largest wasabi farms and a
popular tourist destination. The farm has multiple large fields with a meticulously maintained network of small streams that
constantly provides each wasabi plant with clear, flowing water from the Northern Alps.

. Takayama Jinya - Because of its valuable timber resources, the Hida Region around Takayama was put under direct control of the
Tokugawa Shogunate in 1692. The Takayama Jinya served as the local government office.

Day 06 Takayama ~ Osaka (B/L/D) HOTEL : KKR Osaka / SML

. Gujo-Hachiman - Iwasaki Model Factory , you can experience DIY model making at here as a souvenir.

. Shirakawa Village - The Shirakawa-go and neighboring Gokayama regions line the Shogawa River Valley in the remote mountains that
span from Gifu to Toyama Prefectures. Declared a UNESCO world heritage site in 1995, they are famous for their traditional gassho-
zukuri farmhouses, some of which are more than 250 years old.

. Shinsaibashi — Shinsaibashi is a district in the Chuo-ko ward of Osaka, Japan and the city's main shopping area. It centers around
Shinsaibashi-suji, a covered shopping street.

. Dotonbori - Dotonbori is a large scale downtown along the south bank of the Dotonbori-gawa Canal with an unbelievable number of
restaurants and amusement facilities, and is favour by the Osakaites.

Day 07 Osaka (B/-/D) HOTEL : Bellevue Garden Hotel Kansai Int. Airport /SML

. Osaka Castle Park - Osaka Castle Park is a public urban park and historical site situated at Osaka City Center.This is the
second largest park in the city.

. Kiyomizu-dera - Located halfway up Otowa Mountain in the eastern part of Kyoto City, Kiyomizu-dera is a historical temple that was
built in 778.

. Ninenzaka Sannenzaka - Great shopping streets around eastern Kyoto, between Gion and Kiyomizu Temple. There are many food
shops, restaurants and gift shops which offers you the taste of of Kyoto.

. Philosopher's Path - is a pedestrian path that follows a cherry-tree-lined canal in Kyoto, between Ginkaku-ji and Nanzen-ji.
The route is so-named because the influential 20th-century Japanese philosopher and Kyoto University professor Nishida
Kitaro is thought to have used it for daily meditation.

. Hanamikoji Dori - Hanamikoji Dori is a long narrow street in Gion Kyoto lined with traditional Japanese tea houses, where at night
you can see Geisha and Maiko walking to and from the various tea houses in the area.
